The following statement will help you understand how ACI collects, uses, and safeguards the personally 
identifying information you give us when you use our websites or order products, register for an ACI 
conference, inquire about job openings, or otherwise communicate with us via email, the website, or phone.

Information We Collect 
When you browse this website, you browse anonymously, unless you purchase a product, register for a 
conference, or submit a question or comment through the ACI websites or send us employment information 
or e-mail. We do not collect or store any personal information — such as your name, address, phone 
number, or e-mail address — unless you knowingly and willingly provide it. 

When you place an order for products or register for a conference, we collect only information — such as 
name, company affiliation, mailing address, title, primary job function, telephone numbers, e-mail address, 
and credit card issuer, account number, and expiration date — necessary to fulfill the transaction you 
requested. 

ACI Update Advisor collects general information from your computer during the software update process 
in order for ACI to provide updates that work best for your system. Such information includes version and 
licensing information for the operating system, browser, and any ACI software or software integrated with 
ACI software. 

You may request information, make a suggestion, or ask us a question through the ACI websites. We ask 
you to provide certain information — your name, title, company, type of business, address, telephone and 
fax numbers, and e-mail address — so that we can respond to your request. 

We may use the personal information you provide for product purchases, conference registrations, and 
inquiries to ACI to contact you about your registration, to provide announcements about products and 
future conferences, to conduct surveys of our customers, to respond to your inquiries and suggestions, and 
to contact you for other reasons related to offering and improving our services. We may use and share all of 
this information, subject to applicable law, with our subsidiaries.  

We do not permit other persons, companies or entities to collect personal information through our website. 

Children

Our Web server may write a "cookie," a small computer file, to your hard drive. We may use cookies to 
enhance your on-line experience, to facilitate your use of our site, and to collect statistics about your visit to 
the site.
